Holy Place’ at the beginning of this passage?

3. If we have been ‘washed with pure water’ (v22), what does that mean for how we
should be living our lives as Christians?

4. What reason is given that we should not continue to sin if we know that God has
forgiven us for all time?

5. Inlight of verse 29, should we fear God?

a. Should he be feared in the same way that most people fear going to hell?
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6. How is it that we ‘insult the Spirit of grace’? (v29)

7. What reason is given that we should persevere and have complete confidence in
what we believe? (v36-37)

8. Verse 39 gives us an image of Christian living. What might this look like in day-to-day
reality?

9. Are you someone who fears God? Do you genuinely recognise the consequences of
sinning against God, who has sacrificed his Son for us?

10. In what ways does Jesus’ death on the cross encourage us to continue to meet
together as a group of believers?

11. How can you be confident that Christianity is worthwhile, and something that you
should persevere with even in tough times?
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
